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Abstract

This research aims to 1) study the current situation and the desired situation.
And the necessary needs regarding the educational administration of the environment
that is conducive to the management of teachers’ learning in Loei Provincial
Administrative Organization School 1 (Muang Baeng Witthayakhom) 2) Develop an
environment that is conducive to the management of teachers’ learning in Loei
Provincial Administrative Organization School 1 (Muang Baeng Witthayakhom) 3) Study
the satisfaction of teachers with the development of an environment that is conducive
to the management of teachers’ learning in Loei Provincial Administrative Organization
School 1 (Muang Baeng Witthayakhom) and 4) Study the satisfaction of students with
the development of an environment that is conducive to the management of
teachers’ learning in Loei Provincial Administrative Organization School 1 (Muang Baeng
Witthayakhom). The target group for this research was 36 teachers of Loei Provincial
Administrative Organization School 1 (Muang Baeng Witthayakhom) working in the
academic year 2024 and 35 teachers of Loei Provincial Administrative Organization
School 1 (Muang Baeng Witthayakhom) working in the academic year 2025. The
population for this research consisted of 529 students in grades 1 — 6 of Loei Provincial
Administrative Organization School 1 (Muang Baeng Witthayakhom) studying in the
academic year 2025. The sample group for this research consisted of students in grades
1 - 6. Loei Provincial Administrative Organization School 1 (Muang Baeng
Witthayakhom) who are studying in the academic year 2025, 217 people , using the
Krejcie and Morgan table (Krejcie and Morgan, 1970) and using simple random sampling.

The research tools used include questionnaires for teachers, questions for students,



questionnaires for experts. Statistics used for analyzing quantitative data used ready-
made programs to calculate the average, percentage, and standard deviation.

The research results found that

1. The results of the study of the current situation, the desired situation, and
the necessary needs regarding the educational administration and the environment
that supports the learning management of teachers in the Loei Provincial

Administrative Organization School 1 (Muang Baeng Witthayakhom). The current
situation was overall at a low level (1L = 2.39, G = 0.45), and the desired situation was

overall at the highest level (Ll = 4.68, O = 0.56). The necessary needs that need to be
developed are ranked in 3 order as follows: Order 1: Physical aspect (PNl ogifeq = 0.95),
Order 2: Academic aspect (PNl ogiied = 0.87), and Order 3: Management aspect
(PNl nodifieg = 0.84).

2. The results of the development of an environment conducive to teaching
and learning management for teachers in the Provincial Administrative Organization
School 1 (Muang Baeng Witthayakhom) were overall at the highest level of
appropriateness (WL = 4.67, G = 0.37).

3. The results of the study of teachers' satisfaction regarding the environment
that supports the learning management of teachers in the Provincial Administrative

Organization School 1 (Muang Baeng Witthayakhom) showed that overall, the average

satisfaction level was at the highest level (W = 4.62, G = 0.81).

4. The results of the study of student satisfaction regarding the environment
that supports the learning management of teachers in the Provincial Administrative
Organization School, Loei 1 (Muang Baeng Witthayakhom) showed that overall, the
average satisfaction level was at the highest level (X = 4.64, S.D. = 0.77).
